This course, led by Dr. Larry Reinertsen, has as its
foundation the biblical passage Ephesians 6:12, “For
our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against
the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers
of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of
evil in the heavenly realms.”

The reality we face in the Church is the truth of Jesus’
words in Mark 14:27, «...strike the shepherd and the
sheep will be scattered.” The responsibility we bear as
church leaders is the unity and safety of those in our
care. This depends on our ability to effectively manage
the conflicts that are directed against us by those
forces that are both human and spiritual. The most
intense battle being waged in the world is the one
against the progress of the Church of Jesus Christ.
Church leaders are the Lord’s special forces, but we are
also the primary targets of the enemy. Attendance by
pastors, lay leaders, and church board members is
encouraged.
