Jesus  said, “as you are going  make
disciples” (Matthew 28:19). This introduction to
what we know as the Great Commission,
contains two important charges to us who are
serving in His name. First is the issue of our lives
as being on a journey. This entails both
movement and progress. Second, is the charge to
make disciples.  This involves process and
transformation.

However, integrating this expectation of Jesus
into our pastoral ministries is not an easy task.

Did Jesus
expect this task to be done by a limited number
of professionals, or did he expect a reproducing
disciple as the goal of the Great Commission.
